In 1714,
Daniel Fahrenheit (1686 - 1736), a German physicist from Danzig (modern
Gdansk, in Poland), who worked mainly in the Netherlands, had introduced his
temperature scale, which fixed the freezing point of water at 32 OF and its
boiling point at 212 OF.

In 1741, Celsius adopted a different scale. As the basis, he chose the
temperature range over which water remained liquid, and divided it into 100
equal intervals, or degrees. Instead of the 180 of the Fahrenheit scale.
Originally, Celsius set the melting point of ice at 100 and the boiling point or
water at 0, but the zero and 100 were later reversed. The scale was initially
called the centigrade scale from the Latin centum grodus, meaning "one
hundred steps". But at an international conference in 1948, scientists renamed
the scale after its inventor and it is now officially referred to as the Celsius
temperature scale.
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Scientists have found the Celsius scale more convenient to use than the
Fahrenheit scale and it has been more expanded to include temperatures
lower than 0 and higher than 100. It is in common use throughout Europe,
although in the United States and Canada the Fahrenheit scale is still preferred
for ordinary, non-scientific purposes.
